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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK . . . 

 
 
 Historical periods are often summed up in one key word or phrase.  Our most recent presidential 
election focused on the key words of “hope” and “change.”  During our celebration of the bicentennial, we 
looked back 200 years and focused on the revolutionary period.  The one word that stood out the most was 
the word “liberty.”  That word characterized almost all of the ideals, expectation, and compelling issues of that 
early American time.  By comparison, the key word for the years after World War II seemed to be “security.” 
Once the anxieties surrounding the war were over, people began seeking security.  A significant part of this 
security was promised for our old age, in our retirement. Insurance companies, banks, and even assorted 
medical products emphasized security in their health and retirement promotions.  Retirement was to be a 
marvelous time when we would have all that we needed and do just what we pleased.  An adult during the 
50’s and 60’s looked forward to this wonderful state of security, happiness, and peace as they approached 
old age.  People were literally assured, “You will have blessings in reserve for years to come.”  We all realize 
how that dream has disintegrated.  The stock market has plummeted, inflation has eaten away much of the 
savings that symbolized security, and health care reform initiatives continue to leave many people fearful and 
skeptical.  We are worried that instead of security, the words loneliness, neglect, and fear may more truly 
characterize this age for older persons.  This reality is disturbingly different from what was expected earlier. 

 Christ stresses the realistic view of life today.  He wants us to see life as it honestly is.  He gives us 
this sharp and penetrating story.  The wealthy man carefully assures himself of how secure and contented he 
will be.  But God breaks in with this shattering statement, “You fool!  This very night your life shall be required 
of you.”  There is no glorious or magic security that we can count on in middle years or old age.  There is no 
such security guaranteed to us as children, adolescents, or young adults, either.  We are constantly in 
jeopardy, in risk and in threat.  A few weeks ago I shared with you the story of Matthew, the 30 year old young 
man that built the ramp to the back door of the Rectory on United States Ave.  Although we wondered why he 
never returned to install handrails, as indicated, no one would have anticipated that his life would suddenly 
end as a result of a head trauma while wrestling with friends.  This week I was privileged to anoint a 
wonderful lady, a parishioner from my former parish, who was an incredibly healthy woman.  Just last week 
she began to experience symptoms of what appeared to be an early stroke, yet kept passing neurological 
tests with flying colors.  Who would have guessed this woman would be cooking up a storm one day, and 
would lie unconscious in a hospital bed, diagnosed with viral encephalitis the next.  Giovanna was a woman 
of great faith, whose vocation was grounded in love for her family, love for her Lord, and love for her Church.  
It seems to me that Giovanna understood where real security exists.  Such stories remind us all that the only 
security guaranteed in life is the security that the gospel offers, that St. Paul presents in the Epistles, that the 
Psalms describe as part of God’s plot and Ecclesiastes contrasts to everything else as vanity.  This final, real 
security is in God, in a life beyond this life, in a life in Christ.  This is where we must put our investments, 
where we can wisely place our hope.  Inflation, disease, the natural disintegration of old age, and finally death 
will take away everything else. 

 If our old age is a peaceful, happy time, with loving people around to take care of us, then we are, in a 
human way, most blessed.  But life does not promise us this fulfillment when we retire, and often, does not 
give it to us.  Although a major concern in our society is still this deep loneliness, neglect, and isolation, which 
so many older people experience, we should not despair.  We are not left with nothing.  We can have what is 
most important in life, and what will last even after our death…our investment and commitment to God.  This 
loving relationship, neither time nor age can destroy.  It is our genuine security for life here and hereafter.  As 
our Lord guides us today, we certainly do seek to grow rich, not in human terms, but in the sight of God.  And 
so today we are called to make a choice….Do I deceive myself and live as the foolish farmer….or do I strive 
each day to live as the wise disciple?  The choice is ours to make…and the answer to that question can lead 
to eternal life, but only for the wise, not the foolish.

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IMMINENT IMPROVEMENTS ON THE HORIZON 
 
Several weeks ago Monsignor Marucci spoke at every Mass and shared his vision for leadership, church, and vibrancy 
for our parish community.  Since that time he has spent a significant amount of time simply “listening to the People of 
God.”  First he met with the professional staff members, and then attended meetings with the Parish Council, Finance 
Council, Human Concerns Board, OLMC-St. Andrew Regional School Board, and the Knights of Columbus.  Phase II of 
his pastoral plan involves branching out a bit further.  In this regard, he has set a momentous goal to meet with the two 
Parish Trustees, as well as the leaders of all 85 ministries that serve the parish.  This should certainly prove to be an 
incredible task, but he is well on his way, and wants all to know that he has been delighted with the depth of insights 
people have shared.  The final part of his plan involves reaching out a bit wider.  In the Fall, Monsignor hopes to invite all 
those involved in active ministry to an open meeting, so he can present the observations that he has gleaned, share the 
recommendations that were brought to his attention, and provide some appropriate feedback.  If you ask Msgr. Marucci 
why he invested himself in this personal pastoral plan in this way, he would simply say….to listen, to learn, and to love. 
  
Interestingly, although Monsignor has been watching us in action these past two weeks, we too have been observing 
him as well.  Forever with a smile, and not offering any complaint, he simply goes about the parish, attempting to serve 
our needs, despite the challenges he faces.  Since our Rectory is not handicap accessible, Monsignor drives from 
Haddon Township each day, and returns back each night, sometimes departing the property at 10:15 PM.  His office 
consists of a simple desk and an older sofa that might enable him to transfer from his wheelchair, should he need to 
rest.  The only bathroom that provides access to him is significantly smaller than ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) 
standards, and so he transfers from his W/C to a desk chair on wheels, and pulls himself around the bathroom 
accordingly.  When meetings take place in the Church, Parish Hall, Religious Ed Center, or Administrative Office, 
Monsignor leaves his office (located on the second floor on United States Avenue) goes outside, gets into his van, and 
then drives the van around the block to access our offices, church, or Parish Hall located at ground level on Kresson-
Gibbsboro Road.  And yet…..he still smiles.    
  
One thing that is certain, our new Monsignor is a stickler about accountability.  He takes very seriously his responsibility 
to be the guardian of our spiritual life, the protector of our temporal goods, and an advocate to assure that the rights of 
parishioners are not in jeopardy, nor violated.  In addition, Monsignor has stated on numerous occasions that he “has no 
secrets” and “that full disclosure must be evidenced regarding parish finances”  Realizing this principal, and watching 
Monsignor expend the energy he does in his attempts to serve us, we recognize that some things are critically necessary 
to make some aspects of St. Andrew’s minimally accessible.  A crushed stone driveway does not work for a wheelchair, 
especially during inclement weather, and driving around the block several times in one day, to attend various meetings, 
seems a bit excessive.  As a result, several recommendations were made that were thought to be of great assistance, 
and Monsignor wishes the parishioners to be fully informed accordingly, before these projects begin.  In the next few 
weeks, there will be some construction activity surrounding the rectory and we want to share what is planned to occur.   
  
In order for Msgr. Marucci to access the Rectory, without driving from the church parking lot around the block to United 
States Avenue, we are adding a paved driveway/parking lot (Asphalt) at the United States Ave entrance.  This will 
provide a safe option to park his van, and access his office during inclement weather.  An Asphalt surface, rather than 
our current crushed stone, will provide a safe environment to access/depart his Van, and will further permit an easy 
option for snow removal during severe winter months.  This parking area will be particularly helpful to anyone with a 
physical disability, that wishes to visit with one of the priests.  In addition, we shall install a properly pitched sidewalk 
connecting the accessible Rectory entrance (on US Avenue) down to the level of the main offices.  This will allow 
Monsignor to go back and forth from the Rectory to the parish offices, Parish Center, and the Church building, without 
being forced to drive around the block each time.   
  
Finally, we will be renovating the bathroom in Msgr’s office to accommodate the accessibility needs required for 
someone that is wheelchair dependent.  The space has to be enlarged to create a five foot turning radius for his 
wheelchair.  Accessible appointments, such as a sink, toilet, hard floor, and widened doors, must be appropriately 
installed.  During the past few months we have requested several bids from various companies to obtain the most cost 
effective proposals.  However, as you know, our budget was extremely volatile last year, and Msgr. Marucci is diligently 
working with the Finance Committee to try to project a realistic balanced budget for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2011.   
  
And so, next week, we will identify the total costs of these projects.  Shortly we will send a letter to each household with 
some additional specifics, and an opportunity for parishioners to help us adapt our facilities for Msgr’s special needs.  As 
always, if you have any questions, please feel free to contact us.

Vacation Bible School is offered each summer.  This five day 
program, for children ages 4-10, includes crafts, games, food and fun 
all centered around scripture!

Like the familiar maxims from today’s readings, we 
might be tempted to quote this saying flippantly, and think that in the 
quoting of it we have truly considered it, perhaps lived it.  Not true, 
Qoheleth, Paul, and Jesus tell us today.  It is not wrong to treasure or 
cherish things of earth or of our own humanity; it is only wrong when 
those things we cherish are not of God, are not of the self-giving
