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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK . . .

Do you want to know a little secret? Each Sunday, as you participate in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass you may have
observed the unique chalice that | use when consecrating the precious blood of our Lord Jesus Christ. To be quite
honest, the chalice is filled with symbolism, which is explained only once a year, on January 1st, the Solemnity of Mary,
Mother of God. In addition, at this Solemnity, when the chalice is explained, | also extend an invitation for the
congregation to participate in a beautiful and special ritual that surrounds the beauty of this vessel. However, since | do
enjoy keeping you in suspense, you will just have to wait until Dec 31st and/or January 1st to discover the symbolism,
and participate in the unique ritual. Oh, by the way, should you run into a former parishioner from St. Vincent Pallotti
Parish between now and then, you are not permitted to try to eek it out of them. | will share this with you in advance,
what both have in common (the Chalice and our Lady), is the fact that both are sacred vessels. And that, dear friends,
leads me to write about the beautiful Feast we celebrate this weekend...the Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed
Virgin Mary.

Perhaps you are unaware of the meaning behind this magnificent feast in our church. On November 1, 1950, Pope Pius
XII defined the Assumption of Mary to be a dogma of faith. “We pronounce, declare and define it to be a divinely
revealed dogma that the Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having completed the course of her earthly
life, was assumed body and soul to heavenly glory.” The pope proclaimed this dogma only after a broad consultation of
bishops, theologians, and laity. There were few dissenting voices. What the pope solemnly declared was already a
common belief in the Catholic Church. We find homilies on the Assumption going back to the sixth century. In following
centuries, the Eastern Churches held steadily to the doctrine, but some authors in the West were hesitant. However, by
the 13th century, there was universal agreement. The feast was celebrated under various names (Commemoration,
Dormition, Passing, Assumption) from at least the 5th or 6th century. Scripture does not give an account of Mary’s
Assumption into heaven. Nevertheless, Revelation 12 speaks of a woman who is caught up in the battle between good
and evil. Many see this woman as God’s people. Since Mary best embodies the people of the Hebrew and Christian
Scriptures (aka Old and New Testament), her Assumption can be seen as an exemplification of the woman’s victory.

Mary’s Assumption into heaven has been formally celebrated in all Christian countries from the beginning of the Middle
Ages, up to the Reformation, and is consistent with the faith of the Church from the beginning. In one of his sermons, St.
John Damascene, who died in 749, expressed the general belief of all Christianity. “Your sacred and happy soul, as
nature will have it, was separated in death from your most blessed and immaculate body; and although the body was
duly interred, it did not remain in the state of death, neither was it dissolved by decay. Your most pure and sinless body
was not left on earth, but you were transferred to your heavenly throne, O Lady, Queen, and Mother of God in truth.”
The belief has become interwoven with legend, the most famous of which comes from an interpolated passage in the
sermons of St. John Damascene. It tells of a request to the bishop of Jerusalem at the Council of Chalcedon (451) by
the East Roman Emperor Marcian, who died in 457, to have the relics of Mary brought to Constantinople. The bishop is
said to have answered, “Mary died in the presence of the apostles, but her tomb, when opened later on the request of St.
Thomas, was found empty, and thus, the apostles concluded that the body was taken up to heaven.” Since the Church
understands death to be a consequence of the first sin and believes that Mary was conceived without original sin, some
theologians have wondered if Mary died or simply was assumed into heaven without dying. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church does not answer the question, but says, “The Most Blessed Virgin Mary, when the course of her earthly
life was completed, was taken up body and soul into the glory of heaven.”

As stated in the beginning of this article, our Blessed Mother is truly a sacred vessel and great treasure in our church. In
the history of my own family, she has served as our patroness, under the title of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel. Whenever |
struggle with a difficult decision, | always turn to Our Lady of Perpetual Help. And one of my greatest personal treasures
is a medal (now relic) that was given to me by Blessed Teresa of Calcutta. When she gave me this beautiful, yet simple,
miraculous medal, she asked me offer a special prayer to the Blessed Mother, urging me to pray each day... “Mary
Mother of God, be Mother to me today.”

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Our renovations are underway!!

As some of you have seen, our renovations have begun inside and outside of the rectory. Last Friday workers from
Browning Concrete poured a sidewalk/pathway from the entrance door of the rectory on United States Avenue, around
the side of the building, to the parking lot and the sidewalk entrance to the parish office. Despite the 90+ degree
temperatures, the men were able to pour and grade the cement which set up very quickly. Msgr. was able to use it
Monday morning! Up and down he goes...wherever he stops, nobody knows. Thus, for the first time since his arrival,
he can now park once and navigate between the rectory, office building, and church all day. He no longer has to drive
his van around the block to preside at liturgy, attend meetings, or meet with staff members. The cost for this part of the
project was $3,440. We are especially grateful to Richard Smythe, one of our parishioners, who brokered this
arrangement in a cost effective way.

In the near future, lighting will be added to the pathway, so that it may be used after dark. | don’t think we want Msgr.
missing a turn and rolling away from us. We are grateful to Russ and Larry, who will rearrange the wooden ramp to flow
from the United States Avenue rectory entrance, and to connect to the new walkway.

Renovations inside have begun but will take longer. These renovations required a gutting of one bathroom,
reconfiguring the same space by demolishing two existing walls, providing accessible bathroom appointments (sink,
toilet, etc), assuring enough space to provide wheelchair turning radius, relocation of plumbing and electricity, insertion
of a 36 inch pocket door, and finishing work. In addition, several doorway entrances on the second floor (the floor where
the priest’s offices and marriage room are located) needed to be enlarged to 36 inches to allow Msgr. Marucci access to
the various offices. It is quite interesting to observe firsthand the challenges that Monsignor experiences daily, and that

most of us rarely consider. So many of these things, like accommodating two steps in a row, navigating through a 30
inch door, and finding accessible accommodations are things we frequently take for granted, yet now, the staff of St.
Andrew’s observes this world through a whole new set of lenses. As we observe the importance of these adjustments,
just so our new Pastor can serve us, we catch a glimpse of the world that he lives in each day. The experience is a
great reminder of the challenges that are faced by members of the disabled community.

And so, as the office staff, and our priests, continue to work through the percussive sounds of drills, saws, sanding,
pounding, and in the midst of it all...a touch of opera music, we realize the small sacrifice that is made in the spectrum of
things. Also....when Monsignor said he has no secrets, believes in total transparency, and wants his parishioners to be
informed of all matters...he is obviously quite serious, as he continues to ask me and the Finance Council members to

keep everyone appropriately informed.

THE DESTINY OF ALL MORTAL FLESH

The celebration of today’s feast on a Sunday is unusual on our Roman
Catholic calendar. Our observance of the Lord’s Day is held in such high
esteem that few other feasts replace it. Occasionally there is a feast—usually

of one of the saints—in which the saving power of God in Christ is so uniquely

focused that the Roman rite deems it worthy of celebration on the Lord’s Day.
Today is such a feast. Yet some are surprised at the brevity of the dogma in
its entirety: “We pronounce, declare and define it to be a divinely revealed
dogma: that the Immaculate Mother of God, the every Virgin Mary having
completed the course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul to
heavenly glory.” The Roman Catholic Church never defined any specifics or
particulars about the event itself. It is not in the scriptures. There are no
verifiable eyewitness accounts. At its core, the dogma reveals in Mary the
destiny of all mortal flesh, and reinforces our creedal belief in resurrection of
the body. This feast strengthens our faith, defined last week in Hebrews as
the realization of things hoped for. We find, in Mary, that realization of what
we all hope for, what Paul today affirms: “In Christ shall all be brought to
life” (1 Corinthians 15:22)
