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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK . . . 
 
 
 One day I was driving my van (we shall save the story of how I drive for another time) and I noticed, 
through my side-view mirror, a fellow in his mid-thirties desperately trying to pass by.  Since we were both 
stopped at a red light, with my van in front, there was not much I could do.  Yet, the man continued to beep 
his horn wildly, as if it were New Years Eve.  In addition, a closer glance made me realize that he was using 
an interesting array of hand gestures while shouting at the same time.  Always giving someone the benefit of 
the doubt, I assumed that he was involved in some type of emergency, and as the light turned green, I simply 
moved to the shoulder to allow him to pass.  He immediately floored his gas pedal, laid on his horn, and 
shouted one very interesting word out of his window, calling me a particular part of the human anatomy…the 
lowest part of the digestive system /. 
     Our man sped away as if he we were in the Indy 500, nearly causing an accident on the opposite side of 
the street.  Unfortunately for me, he continued to demonstrate his talent with sign language (at least one 
particular sign) as he passed.  Unfortunately for him, at that very same moment, I noticed that he was an 
active parishioner (from a former parish) and he realized that I was his Pastor.  The look of horror on his face, 
when this revelation took place, was interesting at best.  As a matter of fact, I simply could not wait to look for 
him in the church the following week.  Needless to say, he arrived the next Sunday, (as late as he possibly 
could) and I just could not contain myself.  Using my greatest skills of diplomacy, I rolled to his pew, tapped 
the man on his shoulder, and devilishly asked…is this seat taken?  (This just keeps getting better, gang).  As I 
slid out of my wheelchair, and sat down next to this fellow, trapping him between his wife and me, I offered 
the following prayer, in a slightly audible voice.  “O Sweet Dear Jesus, the next time I cross paths with drivers 
that evidence a terrible lack of patience…..uh…..please give them diarrhea all the way home.  Amen.”   And, 
as you know, God always answers our prayers.  The point of this story brothers and sisters lies here…People 
generally do not pay much attention to the language they use from day to day.  Yet, as indicated above, our 
words can often be destructive or affirming.   
     Etymologists, remind us to use language wisely and appropriately.  Furthermore they indicate that when 
we look closely at a particular word and compare its present sense with its original meaning, we can be 
surprised and puzzled by how much it may have changed.  “Homely,” for example, at the time of 
Shakespeare, meant a woman who cared very much about her home.  Anyone hearing it then knew it as a 
complimentary word.  We may wonder, therefore, how it could have dissolved into its present meaning of 
something ugly. 
     A similar process of distortion has occurred with the word “discipline.”  When we hear “discipline” now, it 
tends to suggest punishment, or the enduring of some painful situation to “build one’s character.”  In another 
sense, we may also think of rigidly enforced law and order, such as in the military.  We may recall, though, 
that our Lord often used a similar word, “disciple.”  He meant it in a quite different sense.  He used it in its 
original Latin context of “pupil” – one who is learning.  If “disciple” means “the learner,” then “discipline,” it 
would follow, means “what is learned.”  We can define “discipline,” therefore, simply as the learning process 
by which the learner receives new knowledge.   
     This is the point of today’s Reading from the letter to the Hebrews.  God teaches us as a loving parent.  
The author of this letter explains, “God…deals with you as sons [children].  For what child is there whose 
parent does not discipline?” (Paraphrased).  This training in love, then, is the model of our lives with God.  We 
learn from him and so receive, as “discipline,” what he teaches.  We are encouraged in this letter to “Endure 
our trials as the discipline of God.”  When conflicts, failure, discouragements and sufferings come, therefore, 
we recognize them as part of our training.  They are God’s way of preparing us, and assuring our fitness for 
our final fulfillment.  With this in mind, we push on, trying to do our best to follow the instructions, corrections, 
and training-the discipline-of our wisest teacher and Father, God himself.  And by this, we prove ourselves to 
be his “disciples”-in the full richness of that honored title.   
     Oh yes….one final thought….the next time someone cuts you off while driving, or refuses to allow you to 
enter their lane, or perhaps beeps, shouts, or gestures at you…don’t give away your peace, just utter the “Oh 
Sweet Dear Jesus Prayer.”  You’ll find yourself chuckling for miles down the road. ☺

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PROGRESS, PROGRESS, PROGRESS…. 
 
 Another week of progress is drawing to a close as we write this piece.  The noise has diminished greatly (no 
complaints on that note!) and work continues inside and outside.   
 By the time you read this update, electricians should be installing lighting along the cement sidewalk next to the 
rectory to make it possible to use the path at night.  Summer nights have permitted more hours of visibility but each day 
is getting shorter so we need to be ready for Fall and of course, Winter. While the electricians are on site, they will re-
install our lighting on Rte 561 by the replaced sign.  When the car accident eliminated our sign, we placed the 
replacement sign on higher ground closer to the corner with the traffic light.  The wiring for the sign’s lighting, however, is 
back at the location of the old sign.  Again the shorter days will make the sign harder to see at night very soon. Piggy 
backing this small job onto our other work made fiscal sense. 
 Inside, work on enlarging the doorways on the second floor office area is done.  Plumbing fixtures have been 
specially ordered for Msgr’s office bathroom and delivery is anticipated shortly.   Before each area can be closed up 
there is an inspection necessary, of course.  And an inspector always wants to see an architect’s sketch before he says 
okay.  So more people have arrived.  Our maintenance men have been able to paint and finish much of the wood work 
and wallboard.  This is a good thing because it has helped with the overall cost.  
 We would be remiss if we did not apologize to all of you for the terrible condition of the office space. It is not our 
practice to keep the public space looking as it does.  When our parishioners visit the office or enter for some purpose 
important to them, we have always been conscious of the impression our space makes.  And we have always been 
sensitive to the first impression the space makes to outsiders, new vendors, people visiting St. Andrew’s for the first time. 
It is not good right now, and will not be for some time.  And that is unacceptable. 
 Each evening our practice is that items are returned to their normal place and materials that should be locked away 
or filed are seen to before the lights are turned off and the door locked.  Not so at all now.  Please understand that others 
have placed items everywhere just to find a space for them.  Many files, even file drawers have no place.  Our regular 
workload continues and we must try to find files, answer questions, prepare and file reports, amidst the chaos.  And the 
dirt is everywhere.  Workmen have not closed up the ceiling for over a week, and dust is on everything.  A bedraggled 
drop cloth covers part of the carpet.  Each day the chaos and clutter increases.  On Wednesday when we arrived, we 
found the conference table completely covered from end to end and side to side.  Workmen even placed files and 
binders on the floor next to the chairs when there was no more space on the table.  Our SOP is for that table to be clear 
each evening, ready for a meeting if need be.  We are sure that there will be no meetings in the office anytime soon! 
 So we ask your patience; we know how it should be.  One day we pray it will return to a new normal.  Please do not 
judge us by how things seem today.
