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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK . . . 
 
     Last week I wrote to you about “the aggressive driver” who wanted to pass me by, and opted to 
beep his horn, and use some colorful language to articulate his point.  Well, you remember the rest 
of the story…which was quite humorous don’t you think?  Anyway, if for some reason you were 
away, and you missed the article, you might go on-line to review last Sunday’s bulletin.  During the 
course of this past week many people shared similar stories, leaving me to deduce that this 
gentleman really gets around, or lots of people do not think about their actions, or the consequences 
that accompany such acts.  However, a foundational lesson of moral theology lies here…a person’s 
character is comprised of the sum and total of their virtues and vices.  And, their virtues (good 
actions) and vices (evil or vicious actions) develop into habits in their lives.  Quite frankly, we form 
ourselves to either become virtuous people….or vicious people.  Those who truly dare to call 
themselves Christian disciples, strive to form a character comprised of habits that reflect Christ’s 
teachings, which are truly good and holy. 
 
     Although the paragraph above is quite theological, it really is quite simple.  The same rules that 
we learned in our kindergarten sandbox apply throughout our entire lives…play fair, share your toys, 
be nice, etc…Growing up in an Italian family certainly helped me to form my own personal character.  
I recall countless teachings of my mother and father that ended with the phrase….“and whatever you 
do, never disgrace the family.” ☺ I also recall a few…hmmm…wooden spoons thrown in there for 
color (back in the day), that also led to the formation of my character. And yes, I am quite aware that 
Dr. Phil, Super Nanny, and other parental specialists would strongly (and rightfully) disagree with the 
wooden spoon theory today.  Yet, if Mama was heading for the utensil drawer, one of my brothers or 
me deserved what was coming.  (About 15 years ago, my parents moved from the home in which 
we were raised, into a more accessible home, and found numerous wooden spoons hidden all over 
the old house during the move.) (Oh, and while I am at it…Mama…Bernie broke the lamp, not me or 
Carl ☺). 
  
     Another great Italian tradition certainly dealt with the concept of food and the hosting of large 
dinners.  As a matter of fact, the principal gathering place in my parents’ home still today, is the 
kitchen table.  The occasions ranged from a significant holiday or event, to a simple visit back home 
from college, along with a carload of other seminarians…and laundry of course.  If someone were to 
ask Mom why she went through all this trouble, her answer would be quite simple.  “I love my kids.”  
Well folks, growing up in this household helped to shape some of the life-lessons that form the 
character of my person, my priesthood, and my duties as pastor.  I have learned to be nice, play fair, 
share my toys, say please and thank you, respect my elders, say my prayers, and in the words of St. 
Augustine….to Love God and do what I will.  (Because if one truly loves God, it must be reflected in 
the things one does daily).  Throughout the course of my life, I have learned that these are the things 
in life that really matter.  Most important, I have learned that God gives us so many things…and to 
those who are given much…much is expected.  It seems to me that God expects us only to be as 
kind, loving, and generous as he has been to us.  Today’s Gospel challenges Christians to do 
things, not for personal gain or reward, but to look at our motives as to why we do the things we do.  
Our basis for living the virtuous life should not be because we fear that God will one day chase us 
with an “almighty wooden spoon,” but because Discipleship is a loving response to a loving God.  
Those who claim discipleship make a personal commitment to live as members of the “family of 
God.”  Remember the pearl of wisdom from my Mother and Father….”And whatever you do…never 
disgrace the family.”

Our goal is to have this 
project completed before Labor Day in order to resume the 
stability of ordinary office life.  We offer a note of gratitude to the 
staff and parishioners who have worked around the various piles 
of “stuff” during these past few weeks.  We still have some 
finishing work left to complete on the projects inside, and have 
one significant project left to wrap things up.  The final project 
remaining is to install a hard surface on the driveway at United 
States Ave, eliminating the crushed gravel, in order to allow 
Monsignor to park his van near the ramp.  Of course, this will 
also assist all physically challenged parishioners who may need 
to visit with any of the priests in their respective offices.  As you 
know, we shall keep you informed each step of the way.  Tune in 
next week for a continued update of “As the Rectory Turns.”

The biblical virtue of humility often gets 
mistranslated in our world.  Many think of humility as 
ongoing self-effacement or even self-degradation.  
Humility, as the scriptures use it, is a sense of true 
self-awareness, of one’s capacities and abilities.  A 
false humility is actually a kind of deceit, and is often 
a mask for the face of arrogance that lies beneath it  
Thus Sirach today tells us not to seek what is too 
sublime for us, or to search out what is beyond our 
strength.  We are called to search out what is 
beyond oiur strength.  We are called to have an 
awareness of what we are able to grasp, and with 
what we are strong enough to contend.  Scriptural 
humility also has about it an openness to the 
goodness of others and what is best in them.  That 
is why both Sirach and Luke’s Jesus instruct us not 
to deny our own self worth, but to be ready to 
elevate and acclaim what is good or great in others.  
When we live this way, we are closer to 
understanding how God 
views all of us.  We 
ought not place 
ourselves, but others, 
first.  In living this humble 
way, we are living out of 
the heart of God who is 
always ready to raise us 
up in honor at the table 
of the heavenly banquet.
