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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK . . . 

 
We all like to feel we are somebody special.  Little children appeal to their parents for reassurance that they 
are particularly significant.  This sense of feeling special is important for our early childhood growth and sense 
of worth.  So we naturally seek to have it validated by others around us.  Adults, too, can have this basic urge 
to experience worth and fulfillment.  But beyond being special to parent figures, adults may also tend to see 
themselves as specially chosen or blessed by God.  We can find great personal dignity and meaning in 
feeling that we have a special mission from God. 
 
A number of years ago, I had an exacerbation (flare-up) of Multiple Sclerosis, which transformed me to 
quadriplegic status in a moment.  Throughout the hospitalization, which lasted nearly nine months, my family 
would read my daily mail, hoping that a card or letter might brighten the day.  On one particular occasion, a 
letter was read that spoke of the value of human suffering, its redemptive power, and the importance of 
offering it for the sake of others.  Who would write such words, particularly to someone in such a state?  The 
author was Mother Theresa of Calcutta, who had a unique way of making the most marginalized feel 
significant and special.  In a follow up conversation, Mother Theresa informed me that she spiritually adopted 
me as one of her priests, and made the commitment to pray for me daily.  Talk about feeling special!  Within 
the flash of one moment, my world had come to a screeching halt, and in the flash of another moment, my 
quadriplegic world was transformed.  After all, if Mother Theresa commits to pray for you daily…why should 
one not feel special.  
  
I believe this image captures the mood and the meaning of today’s Responsorial Psalm.  The Psalmist boldly 
proclaimed, “Happy the people the Lord has chosen, (chosen) to be his own.”  When Mother Theresa 
selected me as one of her own (a priest through spiritual adoption), I felt transformed, special, and 
overwhelmingly blessed.  Although this concept can be intensely satisfying; it can also be profoundly selfish.  
It seems quite obvious that the prayers of this saintly woman were given (offered), not that I should be set 
above others, but that I would serve others.  Her words were a gentle reminder of God’s love and grace, with 
an expectation that what is given, must be freely shared.  Furthermore, the notion that something is especially 
inherited from God can make one feel arrogantly superior to other people.  And this, dear brothers and 
sisters, is most destructive to the pursuit of the spiritual life.  Here is the danger of such an idea.  Certainly, 
there is a real consolation and dignity in feeling that one is specially chosen by God, and the recipient of a 
special kind of grace, all of which, in a sense, can be true.  But twisted slightly and misunderstood, this can 
cause a person to feel superior. 
  
Jesus consistently reminds us that each person is special in the eyes of God.  As such, we are challenged to 
live our lives in a holy way.  When we were baptized, each person entered a unique relationship with God.  
Each person received the “Universal Call to Holiness.”  In this regard, all are called to live their lives in 
harmony with God, trying to be the best they can be, according to their particular circumstances.  As such, in 
God’s eyes, all are special.  Mother Theresa reminded me that not all suffering was bad, and that perhaps 
God’s plan for me was to accept my sufferings, and to offer them lovingly for the sake of others. Pope John 
Paul II reminded me of this very same message, but I shall reserve that story for another time.  Have you 
discovered what makes you special in God’s eyes?  Perhaps the place to start is by offering this short prayer 
at the start of each day.  “Lord, use me without consulting me.”  By the way, at the end of each day, reflect 
back on your day, and count up the myriad of ways that the Lord used you throughout the day.  I believe you 
will be overwhelmed to see how many times God expected you to be the conduit of his grace to someone 
else throughout each day.  The question is….did you recognize those moments?  One final thought….not 
only are you special in God’s eyes….but you are special in mine as well.  Blessed the people the Lord has 
chosen….chosen to be his own.

In the mentality that has come to be 
known as “keeping up with the 
Joneses” we can gear ourselves 
toward a comparison with those who 
have more or who have been given 
more, even by God.  Unfortunately, 
nowhere does Jesus say:  “not much 
will be expected of those who have 
been given only a little bit.”  Each of 
us, in our own way, has been given 
something, some gift or treasure that 
we can put toward the work of the 
reign of God.  This is the vocation of 
Christian discipleship.  Perhaps 
others seem to have been given 
more; evaluating this is not the 
disciple’s concern.  The concern of 
each of us in the vocation for which 
we have been chosen is to take what 
we have been given, and consecrate 
it for the continued in-breaking of 
God’s kingdom of justice, joy, peace, 
and beauty.  Then will we come to 
realize that we have indeed been 
given much.

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Background on Lifelong Faith Formation 
 
For over thirty years the Catholic Church has offered a 
comprehensive and compelling vision of faith formation and 
learning-lifelong, for all ages and generations, rooted in the life 
of the Church.  This image of catechesis, akin to the baptismal 
catechumenate, reflects an approach to faith formation and 
learning that immerses people into the life of the church.  
Finally, this approach to faith formation is taking hold in 
parishes across the United States and Canada. 
 
Embracing the vision of faith formation in the General Directory 
for Catechesis challenges us to embrace a “full-community” or 
“whole church” paradigm of faith formation.  This shift toward a 
new paradigm requires a series of significant changes. 
 
• Changing the practice of catechesis as a separate 

“program” to an approach that strategically positions 
catechesis in connection and collaboration with liturgy, 
sacraments, the Church year, justice and service, and 
prayer, ie. all the ministries of the parish. 

• Moving from a focus on children-only (think of all the time, 
energy, resources we still commit to children only) by 
implementing lifelong faith formation for all ages and 
generations, including and especially adults.  Not 
abandoning efforts with children, but positioning those 
efforts in proper context with the whole community. 

• Ending “start and stop:” catechesis (think graduation at 
confirmation; think preparation for sacraments) by 
implementing lifelong and continuous faith formation for a 
lifetime through involvement in the events of church life. 

• Moving beyond a purely age-segregated, schooling model 
of religious education by implementing intergenerational 
faith formation, making connections among the generations 
in learning programs and parish involvement.  Not 
abandoning “developmentally appropriate” faith learning but 
rather complementing it with intergenerational dynamics. 

• Moving beyond the focus on the “textbook as the 
curriculum” by utilizing the events of Church life as the 
curriculum for all ages and generations, tapping into the 
educative and transformative power of the Church Year, 
sacramental celebrations, community prayer, and 
participating in the events of church life. 

• Taking seriously the challenge to work in partnership with 
parents and families by nurturing family at home as integral 
to faith formation.
