Finance Committee - Members are appointed by the
pastor; the committee advises the pastor on administrative
and financial temporal matters of the parish. The committee
participates with the pastor in long range planning for the
parish.

Parish Council - The Pastoral Council is an advisory council
to the pastor that discerns and determines the pastoral plan,
goals and strategies for the parish.

Faith and Justice - a ministry dedicated to educating and
inspiring action infused with an understanding of the
interrelationship between faith and justice. The Faith and
Justice Committee meets on a monthly basis to develop
programs focused on the similarities and differences
between the theological and secular perspectives of the
moral and legal issues of our day. Consistent with the
mission of the Faith and Justice Committee; to foster an
informed conscience and inspire action, the Committee’s
programs include discussion as to how our sharing of
theological and secular perspective can appropriately
motivate those in attendance to take action toward
accomplishing what is both moral and legal once they
leave the program.

Children's Liturgy of the Word - Teens and adults are
invited to share the Gospel of Jesus during weekend Masses.
The Religious Education Office provides support to those
who desire to help young children integrate the words of the
Gospel into their everyday lives.

Life In Baptism — 2 year program partnering and
supporting new families in the ways of the faith.

Religious Formation (catechist) — Those who have been
called by Baptism, please step forward! Help our parish
children come into closer relationship with Jesus Christ
through Scripture study, prayer, reflection on the mysteries
of our faith and service to others. Participate as a catechist
sharing the faith of the Church in our parish family. Models
of formation are: Whole Community Catechesis, Family
Catechesis, “The Way” Traditional, RCIA, individualized
curriculum for those with special needs, and Sacramental
preparation.

Religious Formation (classroom aide) — Parishioners are
invited to assist the catechist with his/her plan to bring faith
to life.

Religious Formation (student) — All young people are
invited. Would you like to know more about the God who
made you, and loves you? What is your inheritance as a
child of God? Come to religious formation classes. Learn
the rich heritage of our faith handed down for generations
and share your experience of the Lord with others!

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA) — All
adults interested in learning more about the Catholic faith
are invited to participate in the “Rite of Christian Initiation
for Adults”. This process is a beautiful journey for adults
who have never been baptized; Christians who wish to learn
more about and convert to the Catholic faith; Catholics who
have been baptized but have not yet received Eucharist and
Confirmation. Parish witnesses (Catholic adults who have
received Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist) are needed
to share their faith, facilitate sessions, break open God’s
Word, provide hospitality and/or be a godparent/sponsor for
the adults receiving the Sacraments. RCIA Program is also
adapted for teens and children.
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Rite of Christian Initiation for Children (RCIC) - For
any children who are past the age of seven and have not
yet received the sacraments of Baptism and/or Holy
Eucharist.

Rite of Christian Initiation for Teens (RCIT) For teens
from age fourteen to eighteen who wish to celebrate the
sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and/or Confirmation.

Support Ministries for Religious Education:

Actors and Actresses - Needed to help with skits on
the Gospel message for large and small groups.

Musicians — to enliven our program’s prayer services
for the children.

Art and Environment — Help us to create props,
décor, appropriate environment for our programs,
events, and the Religious Formation area in the Parish
Center.

Hospitality — Join our team of welcome and warmth!
Volunteers needed for baking, setting up, welcoming,
etc. during parent preparation sessions, WCC large
group sessions, and other Religious Formation
activities in the Parish Center.

Vacation Bible School Leader — This program is offered
during the summer months for children ages 4-10. Itis a
one-week program where children experience the love of
God in a whole new way! Catechists and teens join
together to provide living Bible stories, films, crafts,
games and food.

++ Adult Altar Servers (New Ministry) - Are especially
trained men and women who will be taught significant
components of liturgy (Mass). They will serve in a special
capacity as Masters of Ceremony, to assist the priests and
deacons. Serving along with our younger servers they will
provide guidance, direction, and will handle some
components that cause difficulty for younger servers (Cross
bearer, etc) Contact Deacon Bill Slaven at
deaconbillslaven@standrewsrc.com or 609-213-5619.

Altar Servers - For any child who is 9 years old or a teen,
and has a desire to aid the priest during the celebration of
Mass. This ministry requires attendance at training sessions
and a commitment to serve at Masses. An altar server may
choose Mass preferences, and all reasonable efforts will be
made to accommodate those preferences. There is usually a
fun social event each summer. Msgr. Marucci especially
encourages all high school students to join this ministry as it
assists him tremendously at the altar. Contact Fr. Allen at

Art and Environment Committee - Allows people to think
“creatively” to assure that the sanctuary (Altar) and other
sacred spaces reinforce the Scripture Readings. Participants
can commit to plan, arrange flowers, or to assist for special
occasions only, such as Christmas, Easter, etc. Contact Regan
Peiffer.

Greeters — Provides information for visitors and parishioners,
and offer a spirit of “Welcome and Hospitality” as people
enter the Lord’s house. They are assigned approximately
once or twice per month, and usually to

assist at the Mass they normally attend. Contact Regan

Holy Hour — A Catholic devotional tradition of spending an
hour devoted to prayer, often in the presence

of the Blessed Sacrament. During this hour, the Blessed
Sacrament is exposed. People pray silently or quietly
remain in the presence of God. At St. Andrew the Apostle,
we observe Holy Hour every Wednesday from 7:00 PM to
8:00 PM in the chapel, closing with Benediction of the
Blessed Sacrament. Anybody is welcome to join us during
this time.

Ushers - Checks with the Priest or Sacristan to see if there are
any special needs for that Mass. They assist in seating, the
family to bring the gifts up at the offering, oversee the
offertory collection, direct the parishioners at Communion,
and see to any special needs at Communion. Contact Tom

Lectors — Ministers who proclaim the first two readings of
the liturgy. God's Word is voiced through our lectors who
bring the printed Word to life for the congregation; a lector
enters into a deeper relationship with the Word of God as
revealed in sacred Scripture. Any confirmed Catholic may
perform the duties of a lector, a person with deep respect for
the Word of God; and a person able to proclaim the Word of
God with confidence, poise, projection and clear articulation.

Sacristans — Are responsible for preparing the worship space
before each Mass so that each liturgy is a beautiful,
meaningful experience for the community. This includes
preparations for the proclamation of Scriptures for the
offertory, preparation of the gifts of bread and wine, and for
the communion rite. Sacristans also ensure that the lector,
ushers, and children's liturgy leader are present for the Mass.

Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist — These ministers
bring the Eucharist to those unable to come to Mass due to
illness. They serve at masses held on weekday morning at
area nursing homes. Extraordinary Ministers must have
received all of their sacraments, and if married, were married
in a ceremony that is both valid and licit in the Catholic
Church. Most especially, they are to be people with a deep
prayer life. Contact Regan Peiffer.

Cantors - Is for musically trained adults and teens who are
willing to lead the congregation in singing at liturgical
celebrations. Contact Maureen Walton.

11 Instrumentalists - Teens or adults who have had
instrumental training are welcome to share their gifts at both
weekly worship and special celebrations. Contact Regan
Peiffer.

11 Adult Choir - Is a community of men and women who
enjoy singing and praising God together. They rehearse on
Thursday evenings, and sing at the Sunday 10:00 AM Mass 2-
3 times per month. Contact Maureen Walton.

Children’s Choir - Offers children ages 6 to 12 the
opportunity to praise God through song. They rehearse on
Tuesdays, and sing at Mass every other week. Contact Regan

Contemporary Ensemble - Is a group of musicians who play
various instruments and sing in a contemporary style.

Nursing Home Mass — Volunteers assist the priest at Mass
with singing, distributing Communion, and conversing with
the residents. There is a great need for Eucharistic ministers to
assist with taking the Eucharist to the residents in their rooms
who are unable to attend Mass.

Parish Nurse Ministry — A parish nurse is a registered nurse
who provides primary, holistic nursing services for the
purpose of assisting parishioners in maintaining optimal
physical, mental, and spiritual health. The parish nurse
recognizes that the spiritual dimension is central to the
practice of parish nursing. The roles of the parish nurse are:
health counselor, health educator, referral agent, advocate,
integrator of faith and health, and coordinator of volunteer
services.

Legion of Mary - The Legion of Mary meets every Monday
morning. Every meeting includes saying the rosary. We serve
our Church through work, prayer and evangelization. If you
feel you may be ready to take the next step in serving Jesus
and Mary, please come as a guest to discern if the Legion is
for you.

11 Marriage Preparation Program — The Marriage
Preparation program is a new and revitalized ministry at St.
Andrew’s Church. It is a parish based program; trained
couples will assist the priests and deacon preparing couples
for marriage. Numerous married couples are needed to assist
those preparing for marriage in everything from
communication, budgeting, responsible parenting, family
values, etc. The parish will provide materials and training for
mentor couples, who will work in collaboration with the
clergy as they prepare the engaged for a life together with
Christ.

Cockcrow is one of the watches of the night. It was at this
time that Peter realized he had betrayed the Lord. The
disciples failed to keep the night watch in Gethsemane, and
Pilate condemned Jesus at the morning watch. Misa de Gallo
represents the church keeping watch each day for the coming
of Christ as a sign of fidelity.
